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HISTORY

The first historical records of Srebrenica date back to the period of Roman Admini-
stration. The Romans established in the area a colony for miners called Domavium. The
monuments of cultural and historical heritage going back to antiquity, including the
Roman burial stone in the village od Brana Baciéi, shown on the cover, ruins of medieval
walls and remains of fortifications from medieval Bosnia, such as Donji and Gornji
Srebrenik and Djurdjevac, together with 43 locations containing the remains of 815
medieval necropolises — in Serbian, ste¢ak — represent the rich historical panorama and
natural beauty of Srebrenica.

HISTOIRE
